I’'m sure you’re aware of the incident that occurred in Shag Harbour on the
evening of Oct. 4% 1967,

Are you aware of the books that have been written on the event and the Shag
Harbour commemorative coin that was created by the Canadian Mint in 2019
(part of a UFO phenomenon series)?

There is a lot of public interest in the UFO phenomenon...did you know that the
Shag Harbour incident coin was the fasted “sell out” of any coin ever created by
the Canadian Mint?

With the release of the report by the Pentagon on July 5%, 2021 declassifying and
sharing all that US Defense and Intelligence Officials know about UFQO’s, the
public’s interest in this topic has never been higher.

The Society’s goal is to hold an annual “UFO XPO” that we hope will grow to be
similar to the event that is held in Roswell, New Mexico each year. They draw
12,000 to 14,000 visitors to their area for their four day event each year. Along
with thousands of other visitors that make their way to the area throughout the
year!

Visitors to the Shag Harbour Incident Interpretive Centre often comment that
“this is Canada’s Roswell” and are surprised that there aren’t thousands of people
flocking to the area each year.

The incident that took place in 1967 is the only officially Government
Documented UFO Crash in the world. Thisis a unique and special opportunity
because we can take visitors directly to the site to see where the crash happened
and they can listen to and speak with loca] witnesses firsthand.

The purpose of holding the event is for the following reasons: 1) to draw tourists
to our local area by putting on a unique annual event we can be proud of and will
atiract return visitors, 2) create awareness about what happened 3) to raise money
that would be put back into the Shag Harbour Incident Interpretive Centre to
make it a truly world class destination that we can be proud of (and will attract
more visitors) and 4) provide the funds to get proper signage on local highways
and roads letting the public know how to get to the Interpretive Centre (and to
draw them there).




The UFO XPO set for Oct. 2022 will be held Saturday Oct. 1** and Sunday Oct.
2. Saturday will include a conference to be held at the Rodd Grand Hotel in
Yarmouth, with 6 world renowned guest speakers speaking on various topics
about the UFO phenomenon. Sunday will be a bus tour taking the attendee’s
from Yarmouth to the crash site in Shag Harbour to listen to and interact with
witness.

Other events will be planned around the UFOQ XPO such as an “Alien Ale™
brewing contest between local craft breweries, an “Alien Purpkin Carving
Contest” or “Alien themed Pumpkin People” contest (maybe both) and a
screening of a Shag Harbour Incident documentary.

I have included a budget showing the cost of putting on the event, we would lke
to ask for funding to help cover some of these expenses. ‘

This event really does the have the potential to grow and attract visitors to our
area. It’s an ideal time of year because it at the backend of the traditional “tourist
season”. And hopefully with the Cat Ferry back, there are hundreds, if not
thousands of people only a short ferry ride away plus all of Atlantic Canada just a
drive away from visiting our area during that wonderful time of the year.

Last...I have heard that a local politician always used to say that when tourists
come off the Maine ferry they would ask one of two questions....How do I get to
Peggy’s Cove?” or “Where is Shag Harbour?”. Tt’s time we fook advantage of
that interest and create a truly worthwhile event and an Interpretive Centre for
them tfo travel to.

Minutes of preceding general meeting;

Consideration of the annual report of the directors;

Consideration of the financial statements, including balance sheet and

Al other business transacled at an ordinary or annual general meeting shall be deemed o be special business and all
business shall be deemed special that is transacted at an extraordinary general maeting of the Society.

No business shall be transacted at any meeting of the Society unless a quorum of members is present at the
commencement of such business and such quorum shall consist of five members,

If within cne-half hour from the fime appointed for the meeting, a quorum of members is not present, the meeting, if
convened upon the requisition of the members, shall be dissolved. In any case, it shall stand adjourned to such time and
place as a majority of the members then present shall direct and if at such adjoumned meeting a quorum of members is
not present, it shall be adjourned sing die,

{a) The Chairman of the Society shall preside as Chalrman at every general meeting of the Society;

(b) If there is no Chairman or if at any meeting he is not present at the time of holding the same, the Vice-Chairman shall
preside as Chaiman;

At the first ordinary or annual general meeting of the Society and at every succesding ordinary or annual general
meeting, all the directors shall retire from office bul shail hold office untit the dissolution of the meeting at which their
successors are elected and retiring directors shall be eligible for re-election.

In t_he- event thaf a director resigns his office or ceases to be a member in the Society, whereupon his office as

- director shall Ipso facto be vacated, the vacancy thereby created may be filled for the unexpired poriion of the term by

the Board of Directors from among the members of the Sosiety.

The Scciety may, by special resclution, remove any direclor before the expiration of the period of dffice and appoint
another parson in his stead.

POWERS OF DIRECTORS

The management of the activities of the Society shall be vested in the directors who, in addition o the powers and
authorities by these by-laws or otherwise expressly conferred upon them, may exercise all such powers and do all such
acts and things as may be exergised or done by the Society and are not hereby or by Statute expressly directed or
required to be exercised or done by the Sodiety in general meeting. In particular, the directors shall have power to
engage a co-ordinator and to determine his duties and responsibilittes and his remuneration. The directors may anpoint
an executive commitiee, consisting of the officers and such other persons as the directors decide.

OFFICERS.

The officers of the Soclety shall be a Chairmarn, a Vice-Chairman, a treasurer and a secretary. The officers of treasurer
and secretary may be combined.

The members shall elect one of their number to be the chaiman of the Society, The Chairman shall have general
supervision of the activities of the Saciety and shaill perform such duties as maybe assigned to him by the members frem
time to fime.

The members may also elect from their number a Vice-Chairman. The Vice-Chairman shall, at the request of the
members and subjéct to its directions, perform the duties of the Chairman during the absence, fness or incapacity of the
Chalrman, or during such period of the Chairman may request him 1o do so.

{a} There shall be a secretary of the Sotiety who shall keep the minutes of the meetings of members and directots and
shall perform such other duties as may be assigned to him by the members. The members shall appoint the secretary
and may also appoint a treasurer of the Society to camy cut such duties ds the members may assign. If the members
think fit, the same person may hold hoth offices of secretary and {reasurer.

{b} The directors may appoint a tempotary substitute for the secretary whe shall, for the purpose of these by-laws, be
deemed to be the secratary.

AUDIT OF ACCOUNTS

The auditor of the Society shall be appointed annuaily by the members of the Society at the ordinary or annual general
meeting and, on failure of the menibers to appoinit an auditer, the directors may do so.
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The Soclety shall make a written report to the members as to the financial position of the Society and the report shall
contzin a balance sheet and operating account. The auditors shall make a written report to the members upon the
balance sheet and operating account, and in every such report, he shall state whether, in his opinicn, the balance sheet
is a full and fair batance sheet containirg the particulars required by the Society and properly drawn Up S0 as to exhibit a
true and corract view of the Society's affairs, and such report shall be read at the annual meeling. A copy of the balance
sheet, showing the general particulars of its liabilities and assets and a stalement of its income and expenditure in the
preceding year, audited by the auditor, shall be filed with the Registrar within fourteen days after the annual meeting in
each year as required by law.

The Sociely has pewer to repeal or amend any of these by-laws by a special resolution passed In the manner prescribed
by law.

MISCELLANECUS

The Scciety shall file with the Regisirar with its Annual Statement a list of its directors with their addresses, occupations,
and dates of appointment or election, and within fourteen days of 2 change of directors, notify the registrar of the
change.

The Society shall file with the Registrar a copy in duplicate of every special resolution within fourteen days after the
resolution is passed.

The sea! of the Society shall be in the custody of the Secretary and may be affixed to any document upan resolution of
the Board of Directors,

Preparation of minutes, custody of the books and records, and custody of the minutes of all the meetings of the Soclety
and of the Board of Directors shall be the responsibility of the Secretary.

The bocks and records of the Society may be Inspected by any member at any reascnable time within twe days prior o
the annuai general meeting at the registered office of the Society.

Contracts, deeds, bills of exchange and other instruments and documents may be executed on behalf of the Society by
the Chairman or the Vice-Chairman and the Secretary, or otherwise as prescribed by resofution of the Board of Directors.

The borrowing powers of the Society may be exercised by special resolution of the members.
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Sample by-laws on conflict of interest and director’s remuneration

Directors who have. or could reasonably be seen to have. a conflict of inferest have a dury 10
declare this interest. The deciaration shouid be made 1o ihe members

4. upon nomination. and

b. if serving as a director. when the possibiifty of a conflict is realized.

A conflict of interest does not prevent a member from serving as a director provided that he:she
withdraws from the decisicn making on matters pertaining to that interest. The withdrawal
should be recorded in the minutes.

Pireciors and officers shall serve without remuneration and shall not receive any profit from
their positions. However, a director or officer may be paid reasonable expenses incurred i the
performance of his/her duties.
